TST Tuberculin skin test (not a vaccine).

Flu Influenza – universal program, children
of all ages are eligible.

Annual vaccine may be given after 6
months of age. Previously
unvaccinated children <9 years of age
require 2 doses of the split virus
vaccine, with an interval of 4 weeks.

 High risk individuals should be considered for varicella, PPV23, meningococcal A,C,Y,W-135
and annual flu vaccination. High risk individuals are those at risk of complications of infection
due to pre-existing illness.

 Multiple injections should be given at different sites.

 No need to give acetaminophen routinely with vaccinations. Only give if fever or irritability.
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
